STATEMENT BY THE GOVERNMENT OF SIERRA LEONE AND THE
REVOLUTIONARY UNITED FRONT OF SIERRA LEONE ON THE RELEASE
OF PRISONERS OF WAR AND NON-COMBATANTS

The Government of Sierra Leone (GOSL) and the Revolutionary United Front (RUF/SL) have agreed to
implement as soon as possible the provision of the Cease-fire Agreement which was signed on 18 May

1999 in Lome, relating to the immediate release of prisoners of war and non-combatants.

Both sides reaffirmed the importance of the implementation of this provision in the interest of the

furtherance of the talks.

They therefore decided that an appropriate Committee is established to handle the release of all prisoners

of war and non-combatants.

Both the Government of Sierra Leone and the Revolutionary United Front of Sierra Leone decided that
such a Committee be established by the UN and chaired by the UN Chief Military Observer in Sierra Leone
and comprising representatives of the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), UNICEF and other

relevant UN Agencies and NGOs.

This Committee should begin its work immediately by contacting both parties to the conflict with a view to

effecting the immediate release of these prisoners of war and non-combatants.
